Unbelievable!  What a lesson for such a weekend like this.  
All over the U.S. this Sunday, people are gathering to 
reflect, remember and pray for our nation which marks a 
painful 16 year anniversary of the Al-Qaeda plot against the 
American Nation and People.  They singled out 3 areas of 
the Country to bring havoc and destruction: Washington 
D.C; New York City; and the Pentagon building in Arlington, 
Va.  Because of heroic individuals on Flight 93, the suicide 
hijacking, which was intended for Washington, D.C., 
resulted in its crashing in Shanksville (near Johnstown, Pa) 
killing all on board.  Over 3,000 men, women and children 
died on that day.  Billions of dollars went up in smoke.  Not 
counting the psychological damage and the uncertainty that 
came from there on, which would mar the internal well-
being of our nation.  Things would no longer be the same.  
Travel – fear of terrorism and security would be a concern 
that will forever plague us.  We found out that day, we are 
not invincible.  We are vulnerable and danger does, indeed, 
surround us like any other modern societies. 

     With all of these ills that came to birth that day, one 
great one supersedes them all, our dislike of Islam and 
everything that smacks of the Near-East or Arabic culture.  
Since 9/11 all peoples of Near Eastern extraction have 
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been targeted by many Americans as foreigners and 
treated with hostility and suspicion.  Even though many 
before had a problem understanding and accepting Arabic 
peoples.  Now, the mood has become volatile.  Many 
religious and open-minded people have recognized this 
national problem, and have challenged us to move beyond 
this blanket of hate and prejudice.  Is it working? 

     Today’s lesson, especially the Gospel one from St. 
Matthew tells us what we need to give and receive all little 
“forgiveness”.  The Holy Scripture are inspiring us to grant 
forgiveness as we receive forgiveness from God for 
ourselves.  Sirach says, “The vengeful will suffer the Lord’s 
vengeance, for remembering their neighbor’s sins in detail.  
Forgiveness of your neighbor’s injustice, will yield your 
forgiveness for your sins.”  Then in the Gospel, St. Peter 
asks, “How many times do we forgive our neighbor, seven 
times”?  Jesus answers, “not seven times, but  Seventy-
Seven times.”  The parable used certainly brings out this 
notion even greater.  The unforgiving steward is punished 
until he has paid back his lack of mercy and justice to his 
fellow neighbor.  So then, what is the message for us? 

     It is certainly a bitter pill.  We must swallow that pride, 
and of “getting even.”  We must try to forgive others, with 
the help that comes from God.  Only through that help – 
can we reconcile, or move beyond. 

     St. Paul reminds us, “none of us lives as his own master, 
and none of us dies as their own master.  We are the 
Lord’s.”  We are the Lord.  Can we let go, as they say, and 
let God in.  Hard lessons for a hard commemoration.  I’m, 
too, just a mere mortal, but yield awesome power, 
especially in the forgiveness sector.  I find myself convicted 
and yet renewed as well when I allow God to be the center 
of my life.  This is what will bring true healing, when we 
allow Him to cover this humanity with and cloak us with his 
divinity.   

     As the Bible says, “Let His will be done.” Or if today you 
hear his voice, harden not your heart.  Amen.  ~Fr. Joe
