      With today’s 
Gospel, at first, 
Jesus seems to be 
out of character.  
We always envision 
Him to be such a 
sweet man. Honey 
always issues from 
His mouth.  He is 
out to please 
everyone, never to 
turn people away.  
Yet, Jesus is very 
serious and very 
direct.  Challenging 

to say the least!  His words are life giving and there is no 
room for the wishy-washy.  What He says must be taken 
seriously, and complying with His teaching will bring at 
times in opposition to the world.  It will even bring conflict 
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into our homes and relationships. Many of our parents find 
this with children who live and operate in this very secular 
world.  The secular world says it’s alright to openly express 
oneself in a sexual way. Jesus (the church) speaks of 
morality and responsibility.  But we, as His family, are told to 
respect life.  The world says abortion-euthanasia etc. are 
fine, but we know that they are contrary to the will of God.  
We are told to respect Sundays.  We are called to celebrate 
the Eucharist, limit servile work, and or spend more time in 
prayer – building our relationships.  Yet, many find it hard to 
get themselves to Church for that 1- Hour, and to spend that 
time with one’s parents or siblings – craziness.  What does 
a parent or guardian do when the young rebel against all 
that we are taught should be the norm.  We find often 
ourselves in conflict in light of traditions and teachings with 
neighbor, parent, son, daughter or co-worker.  When His 
teaching comes up against the world’s teaching, there is a 
fire a burning, just like He says in today’s Gospel.   
   Our focus should be on His teaching.  When we find 
ourselves off-focus, then there are problems.  In Hebrews, 
today, St. Paul’s beckons us to running or staying the 
course.  The image of the runner is so masterful.  For the 
athlete to achieve, he must remain focused.  Just as the 
believer must remain on course to achieve the ranks of the 
saints.  By scaling off the sin and imperfections, it’s like a 
runner who cast off unnecessary weight, thus making it 
easier to glide easily through toward the finishing line and 
ultimate victory.  How timely with the Olympics going on in 
Rio.  We are to be Spiritual Olympians. 
   Our Jesus never allowed Himself to gaze or fix His eyes 
elsewhere.  He was always grounded to the Father’s will 
and the salvation of mankind.  Even death and suffering did 
not turn His gaze.  We, too, must not lose heart, even when 
we find it difficult or receive pressure (heat) from those 
around us (especially, from those we love). 
   No one likes heat (except when it’s 0 degrees outside).  
But as Jesus warns, following Him will bring the heat.  I 
guess when you get down to it; either its Jesus or it’s the 
heat.  I remember my dear mother saying, “It’s better to be 
warm now then to burn later.”  Pass me the towel or fire 
extinguisher!   ~Fr.
